Campus Security was informed of two incidents:

The first incident occurred on September 22 near a private parking lot at 609 South
State Street at approximately 8:30 p.m. An individual observed a physical altercation
between a couple and called 911 at the request of one of the parties. The other party
grabbed the cellphone out of the individual’s hand, kicked a backpack and threatened
further violence. The individual was able to retrieve the cellphone back.

Avenue at approximately 6:00 p.m. Two unknown persons obstructed an individual
walking southbound and forced her against a building. A third unknown person then
stated something that was not understood and then pulled the individual’s hair. All three
subjects then continued walking northbound on Wabash Avenue.
